WHEREAS, Declarants are +the owners of +the real estate
located in Dallas County, Iowa, described on Exhibit A attached
hereto and hereby made a part hereof, hereinafter called the
"Property":

NOW, THEREFORE, Declarants hereby publish and declare that
the residential lots located on the property shall be held, sold
and conveyed subject to the following easements and restrictions,
covenants, conditions, uses, limitations, and obligations, all of
which are for the purpose of protecting the wvalue and
desirability of the Property and all of which shall run with the
land and shall be a burden and a benefit to, and shall be binding
upon the Declarant, its successors and assigns, and all parties
acquiring or owning any right, title or interest in any part of
the Property and their heirs, successors, assigns, grantees,
executors, administrators, and devisees:

ARTICLE I.

DEFINITIONS
1. "Declarants" shall mean RIVER VALLEY. GROUP, an Iowa
Partnership, which has made and executed this declaration, and
their successors and assigns. A successor or assign of the

Declarants shall mean only one person or entity who is both a
transferee of more than one Lot and a transferee of all Lots
owned by the Declarant immediately prior to such transfer.

2. "I,0t Owner" shall mean each person or entity who 1is a
record Owner of a fee or undivided fee interest in any Lot
located within the Property; provided, however, that in the event
of the recording of a contract for the sale of a Lot, the
contract purchaser shall be deemed the Lot Owner; and provided
further that in the event a fee interest of record is held
merely for the security of the performance of an obligation, then
the obliger in possession shall be deemed the Lot Owner.

3. "Association" shall mean River Valley Golf Community
Homeowhers Association, its successors and assigns.

4. "property" shall mean the real estate above described.

5. "Road Lots" shall mean those alphabetically designated Lots
owned by the Homeowners Association, and identified as Lots A, B.
c, b, E, and F.

6. "Residential Lot" shall mean those numerically designated
Lots shown upon an official recorded subdivision plat within the
Property which are available for the construction of residences.

7. "outlot" shall mean those alphabetically designated Lots
shown upon an official recorded subdivision plat within the
P;opertymWhich are to be used for golf course lots identified as
Outlots VvV, W, X, Y, and Z.

ARTICLE IX
RIVER VALLEY GOLF COMMUNITY HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

MEMBERSHIP : Every person or entity who is a record Owner
of a fee or undivided fee interest in any Residential Lot which
is subject "by covenants of record to assessment by the
Association, including contract buyers, shall be a member of the
Association. The foregoing is not intended to include persons or
entities who hold an interest merely as security for the
performance of an obligation. No Owner shall have more than one
membership. Membership shall be appurtenant to and may not be
separated from ownership of any Residential Lot which is subiject
to assessment by the Association. Ownership of such Regidential
Lot shall be the sole qualification for membership. The
Association shall determine its own organizational makeup.

GOLF COURSE PRIVILEGES: Neither the Association or any
Owner shall have any right or privilege in and to the golf course
or the amenities contained therein except under such conditions
and requirements as may be established by the golf course from
time to time. The golf course shall be separate and distinct
from the Association and shall be governed by its own membership
application process, rules, regulations and requirements.

The Association shall not adopt any rule or regulation that
makes non-resident access to the golf course prohibitive, that
adversely impact golf course activities, or that otherwise
interfere with the routine and customary operations of the golf
course property, of the public golf course and social club.

ASSOCIATION RESPONSIBILITIES: The Association shall maintain
and keep in good repair the Road Lots and easements including,
but not limited to, maintenance, reépair and replacement of all

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roads, parking 1lots, landscape areas and all other improvements
made by the declarants, or the Association situated within the
Road Lots or within the easements encumbering lots. The
Association shall maintain any improvements provided by the
declarants and shall monitor all utility lines, pipes, plumbing,
wires, conduits and related systems that are included within the
road or easement areas and shall remove any snow from all
roadways and keep them 1in good traveling condition. The
declarants, Association and the golf course owners shall not be
itiable for any injury or damage to any person or property caused
by the elements or by any owner oOr other person resulting from
any rain or any surface water which may 1leak or flow from any
portion of the golf course property, or caused by any pipe,
plumbing, drain, conduit, appliance, equipment, security system,
or utility 1line or facility which is the responsibility of the
Association, the declarants or the golf club owner. No
diminution or abatement of assessments shall be claimed or
allowed by reason of any alleged fault of the association to take
some action to perform some function required to be taken or for
the inconvenience or discomfort arising from the making of
improvements or repairs which are the responsibility of the
Association or the declarant, or from any action taken by the
association to comply with any law, ordinance, or with any order
or directive of any governmental authority, the obligation to pay
such assessments being a separate independent covenant on the
part of each owner.

DECLARANTS EASEMENTS : Declarants reserve an easement
across all roadways located within the Property for the purpose
of ingress and egress, utility dinstallation, operation of the
golf course, etc., and for the possible future expansion of the
River Valley Golf Community to contiguous areas. Declarants
further reserve the right to expand River Valley Golf Community
and to Jjoin expansion areas with the current subdivision,
Homeowners Association, etc.

PROPERTY OWNERS EASEMENTS : Each property owner is granted
an easement upon the roads in the subdivision for ingress and
egress.

ARTICLE I1IT
VOTING RIGHTS

1. CLASS OF MEMBERSHIP: The Association shall have two
classes of voting membership:

(a) Class A Members: Class A Members shall be all those
Owners as defined 1in Article II with the exception of the
Declarants. Class A Members shall be entitled to one vote for
each Residential Lot in which they hold the interest required for
membership by Article II. When more than one person holds such
interest in any Residential Lot, all such persons shall be

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members. The vote for such Lot shall be exercised as they among
themselves determine, but in no event shall more than one vote be
cast with respect to any Residential Lot.

(b) Class B Members: The Class B Members shall be the
Declarants. The Class B members shall be entitled to Four (4)
votes for each Residential Lot in which they hold the interest
required for membership by Article II, provided that the Class B
Membership shall cease and be converted to Class A membership
when the total votes outstanding in the Class A Membership
exceeds the total votes outstanding in the Class B Membership.

ARTICLE IV
COVENANTS FOR ASSESSMENTS

1. Liens and Personal Obligations: Creation of the Lien and
Personal Obligation of Assessments: Each Owner of any
Residential Lot by acceptance of a deed therefore, whether or not
it shall be so expressed in any such deed or other conveyance, 1is
deemed to covenant and agree to pay to the Association: (1)
annual assessments or charges, and (2) special assessments for
capital improvements, such assessments to be fixed, established,
and collected from time to time as hereinafter provided. The
annual and special assessments, together with such interest
thereon and costs of collection thereof, as hereinafter provided,
shall be a charge on the land and shall be a continuing lien upon
the property against which each such assessment is made. Each
assessment, together with such interest, costs, and reasonable
attorney's fees shall also be the personal obligation of the
person who was the Owner of such property at the time when the
assessment fell due. Their personal obligation shall not pass to
his successor in title unless expressly assumed by them.

2. Outlots, Road Lots and Lot 21 excluded: Oonly Residential
Lots are subject +to assessment; Outlots and Road Lots are
excluded. Lot No. 21 is not subject to assessments.

3. Purpose of Assessments: The assessments levied by the
Association shall be wused exclusively for the purpose of
promoting the recreation, health, safety, and welfare of the
residents in the Property and in particular for the improvement
and maintenance of the property, services, roads, road right of
way, entrance way, utilities, and facilities devoted to this
purpose, and of the homes situated upon the Property.

4. Special Assessments for Capital Improvements: In

addition to the annual assessments authorized above, the
Association may levy in any assessment year, a special assessment
applicable to that year only, for the purpose of defraying, in
whole or in part, the cost of any construction or reconstruction,
improvement, unexpected repair or replacement of streets, roads,
entrances, right of way, including the necessary fixtures and

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personal property related thereto, provided that any such
assessment shall have the assent of two-thirds (2/3) of the votes
of each class of members who are voting in person or by proxy at
a meeting duly called for this purpose, written notice of which
shall be sent to all members not less than 10 days nor more than
30 days 1in advance of the., meeting setting forth the purpose of
the meeting.

5. Declarants Responsibilities: Declarants shall not be
responsible for the payment of annual or special assessments on
lots or parcels which it or its affiliates own and which do not
contain occupied residences, provided that declarants covenant
and agree to pay annual and special assessments for each 1lot and
parcel owned by declarants, or an affiliate, and containing
occupied residences. Furthermore, declarants shall have the
option to either pay annual assessments on lots and parcels owned
by declarants or fund any deficit which may exist between
assessments and the annual budget of the association for so long
as declarants remain as Class B members pursuant to Article
IIT(1b) . Declarants shall have the right to annual review of the
Association's budget and declarants' obligation for funding said
deficit shall only be up to the amount of the Association's
budget. Upon the cessation of Class B members declarants shall
be obligated only to pay assessments on lots and parcels owned by
declarants.

6. Annual Assessment: Lot owners of Class A membership
pursuant to Article IXII will pay yearly assessments for the
purposes of common expenses with the maximum amount of yearly

assessment for +the first three years to be $300.00 per year. At
the end of the three year period the Association will determine
the amount of the annual assessments. All assessments will be

due and payable on September 1st of each year beginning September
1, 1994.

7. Quorum for Meetings: Quorum for any Action Authorized
Under any Article herein: At the first meeting called, the
presence at the meeting of members or of proxies entitled to cast
sixty percent (60%) of all the votes of each class of membership
shall constitute a quorum. If the required quorum is not
forthcoming at any meeting, another meeting may be called,
subject to the notice requirement set forth, and the required
quorum at any such subsequent meeting shall be sixty percent
(60%) of those present at said previous meeting. No such
subsequent meeting shall be held more than thirty (30) days
following the preceding meeting.

8. Non—-Payment of Assessments: Any assessments which are not
paid when due shall be delinquent. If the assessment is not paid
within thirty (30) days after the due date, the assessment shall
bear interest from the date of delinguency at the rate of one and
one—-half percent (1 1/2%) per month, and the Association may

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bring action at law against the Owner personally obligated to pay
the same, or foreclose the lien against the property, and
interest, costs, and reasonable attorney's ‘fees of any such
action shall be added to the amount of such assessment.

9. Subordination of thé‘Lien to Mortgages: The lien of the
assessments provided for herein shall be subordinate to the lien
of any prior recorded mortgage or mortgages. Sale or transfer of

any Lot shall not affect the assessment lien.

ARTICLE V
UTILITIES

1. Water Service: All Residential Lot Owners are required to
tap-on to the community water system installed by Xenia Rural
Water District, and to abide by the rules, regulations, and
procedures for installing and maintaining water service as
established by Xenia Rural Water District. No private wells or
sandpoints may be drilled or maintained on any lot.

2. Underground Utilities: All utilities and service lines are
to be underground service, except for LP tanks, which must be
shielded from view.

3. Sewage Systems: A1l lots are to be serviced by septic
systems, subject to approval by Dallas County, Iowa. It is the
lot owners' obligation to obtain acceptable percolation tests,
approval of septic systems, and to do all testing after
installation required by ballas County, Iowa.

ARTICLE VI
COVENANTS AND RESTRICTIONS ON USE OF LOTs

In order to preserve the natural setting and beauty of the
development and to establish and preserve a harmonious and
aesthetically pleasing design for the development and to protect
and promote the value of the property, the lots and any and all
improvements located therein, or thereon, shall be subject to the
restrictions. The Declarant for each Residential Lot owned
within the Property hereby covenants, and each Lot Owner by
acceptance of a deed or contract to any Residential Lot whether
or not it shall be expressed in such deed or contract, is deemed
to covenant and agree to the following restrictions, covenants
and conditions which shall be applicable to each 1lot within the
Property:

1. Housing Requirements: No building whatever (other
than accessory structures such as garages and appropriate out
buildings), except one single family private dwelling house shall
be erected, placed or permitted on any Residential Lot, and such
dwelling house shall be used as a private residence only.
Declarant reserves the right to use declarants lots for multi-
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family dwellings subject to Dallas County Zoning Approval.

(a) Single-Story Residences must have a ground floor
finished area of not less than 1,800 square feet.

(b) One and One-Half Story Residences must have 1,500
square feet of finished area on the ground floor. The total
finished area of the ground floor and the second floor mnust be
not less than 2,200 square feet.

(c) Two-Story Residences must have 1,300 square feet
of finished area on the ground floor and the total finished area
of the ground floor and the second floor must be not less than
2,600 square feet.

(a) Split-Level Residences must have 1,500 square feet
of finished area on  the level or levels directly under the roof
and a total finished floor area of not less than 2,000 square
feet.

(e) Exclusions: Garages, breezeways, porches, and
terraces shall not be deemed included in finished area,
irrespective of whether or not there may be living areas located
above such non-1living areas.

(£) Garages:' All Dwellings must have at a minimum a
double attached garage.

2. Architectural Control: No private dwelling house
permitted under (1) above nor any other structure shall be
erected on any Lot until the plans and specifications therefore
have been submitted to and approved by the River Valley Group as
to outward appearance, color, and design and location on the
Residential Lot. All landscaping, trees, shrubs, etc. must be
approved by the River Valley Group before installation or
removal. In order +to maintain the scenic overlook of the
clubhouse area, Lots 12, 13, 14, 15, 23, and 24 will be limited
to a one-story ranch style residence. Declarant reserves the
right to assign and transfer to the Association at any future
time the right of architectural control and it will then be the
duty of the Homeowners Association to establish an architectural
control committee to carry out the purposes of this paragraph.

3. Temporary Buildings: Temporary buildings are not
permitted on any Lot.

4. Residence Completion: Construction of any residence
shall be ~completed within one year from the date said
construction is begun.

5. Home Occupation: Fach lot must be used for
residential purposes only and no trade or business of any kind

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may be carried on therein, except for the use of a portion of a
dwelling as an office by an owner of said lot. Said wuse shall
not create regular customer, client or employee traffic.

6. Exterior Appearance: Fences shall be permitted
within the development on a case by case basis as determined by
the River Valley Group. . No foil or other reflective material

shall be used on any windows for sun screens, blinds, shades or
other purposes, nor shall any window-mounted heating or air
conditioning units be permitted, except within screened service
yards. Outside clothes lines or other outside facilities for
drying or airing clothes are specifically prohibited and shall
not be erected, placed or maintained, nor shall any clothing,
rugs or other item be hung on any railing, hedge or wall. No
projections of any type shall be placed or permitted to remain
above the roof of any 1mprovements, except approved chimneys or
vent stacks.

7. Service Yards: Each Owner of a Lot shall provide
visually-screened areas to serve as service yards in which
garbage receptacles, fuel tanks, wood piles, gas and electric
meters, and air conditioning equipment shall be 1located.
Vehicles, materials, supplies, and equipment which are stored
outside by a Lot Owner must be placed or stored in order to

conceal them from view from roads and adjacent properties. Any
such visual barrier shall be at least six (6) feet high and may
consist of either fencing or landscaping and planting. No

ryubbish container shall be visible from the street or from any
adjacent properties except on pickup day.

8. Propane and Other Fuel Tanks: Any propane tanks must be
camouflaged by bushes, decorative fence or some other acceptable
means to hide the view of it from adjacent Property Owners.

Propane tanks may not be buried. No other liquid fuel tanks are
permitted.
9. Swimming Pools: No above ground or non-permanent

swimming pools are permitted subject to the approval of the River
Valley Group. '

10. Signs: No signs of any kind or description shall be
placed, exposed to view or permitted to remain on any Lot or any
street adjacent thereto, except: (1) street markers, traffic
signs, and other signs authorized by the Homeowner's Association
for the benefit and safety of Homeowners; (2) signs not
exceeding 144 square inches 1in area upon which there shall be
exhibited the street number or name, or both, of the residents;

(3) real estate signs by realtors, builders, or the developer
while a dwelling is under construction; (4) signs advertising a
Dwelling for sale; and (5) temporary signs advertising garage

sales and similar events.
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11. Temporary Building as Residence: No building or
structure of a temporary nature, and no trailer, basement, tent,
shack, garage, out building, camper, or motor home shall be used
as a residential dwelling on any lot either temporarily or
permanently.

12. Mobile or Manufactured Home: No mobile home or
manufactured home as defined in the Towa Code shall be placed or
erected on any lot.

13. Driveways: No dwelling shall be constructed,
altered or maintained on any lot unless it has a driveway running
from a street to a dwelling which must be of sufficient area to
park at least two cars off the street right-of-way. All
driveways must be constructed of concrete and installed within
one year of dwelling completion.

14. Building Material: Al1l buildings shall be constructed
of new materials.

15. Building Set Back Line: No buildings shall be erected
on any lot nearer to any 1lot line than the building set back
lines as shown on the plat.

16. Parking: No usé will be made of roads for parking at
any time, and no inoperative vehicles will be parked outside on
any property for a period exceeding 30 days.

17. Use of Ponds: No wuse by property owners shall be
permitted on any ponds within the confines of the subdivision.

18. Vehicle Operation: The operation of snowmobiles, trail
bikes, dirt bikes, and all terrain vehicles, and any other off-
road vehicles, within the Property is prohibited. Operation of
golf carts 1is permitted, but no golfing or golf carts are
permitted on the course unless first registering at the club
house and abiding by the rules of the golf course. All vehicular
traffic on the private streets in the development shall be
subject to the provisions of +the laws of the State of Iowa

concerning operation of motor vehicles on public streets. The
Association is authorized to promulgate, administer and enforce
reasonable rules and regulations governing vehicular and

pedestrian traffic, including reasonable safety measures and
speed limits governing the private streets within the development
which safety measures and speed 1limits may be different than
those generally applicable to similar public streets. The
Association may be entitled to enforce the same by establishing
such enforcement procedures as it deems appropriate including the
levying of fines for the violation thereof. Only drivers
licensed to operate motor vehicles by the State of Iowa, or by
any other state in the United States, may operate any type of
motor vehicle, including golf carts, within the development. In

1.0
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order to operate a golf cart in the development, the owners or
users thereof shall have complied with any regulations and
requirements for the operation thereof as may be required by the
Association and the golf course. All vehicles must be operated in
a careful and: prudent, safe and guiet manner with due
consideration for the rights of all residents of the development.

19. Recreational vehicles and Boats: No recreational
vehicle or boat shall be parked so that such vehicle or boat is
visible from the street for a period of longer than one week.

20. Nuisances: No rubbish or debris of any kind shall
be dumped, placed, or permitted to accumulate upon any portion of
the Development, nor shall any nuisance or odors be permitted to
exist or operate upon . or arise from the development, so as to
render any portion thereof unsanitary, unsightly, offensive, or
detrimental to persons using or occupying any other portions of

the Development. No noxious or offensive activities shall take
place.

21. Pets and Animals: No horses, exotic animals,
livestock, or fowl shall be kept or maintained on Residential
Lots. Commercial kennels are not allowed. The owners of any
pets shall be 1liable for damages done by pets to +the golf
course. Customary household pets are permitted, but in no event
shall more than two dogs or +two cats be maintained in any one
dwelling at any one time. Dog runs must be properly shielded

and not visible to the adjacent 1lots, streets and golf course.
Pets shall not be allowed to make an unreasonable amount of noise

or to become a nuisance. Pets shall be under leash at all times
when walked or exercised, and shall be confined to owner's lots
and never allowed to run at large. An owner may in writing

request the Association to determine in its sole and absolute
discretion whether a particular pet 1is a generally recognized
house pet or such pet is a nuisance and the Association shall
have the right to require the owner of a particular pet to
remove such pet from the development if such pet is found to be a

nuisance or to be in violation of these restrictions. The
Association shall have the further right to fine any owner in an
amount not to exceed Fifty Dollars ($50.00) per violation and

shall be 1liable to the River Valley Group for any cost of
repairing damages to any golf course area caused by the pet or by
the occupant of said lot. Commercial kennels are not allowed.

22. Hunting: Hunting, trapping, and target shooting within
the confines of River Valley Golf Community is prohibited.

23. Weed Control: The Owner of each Residential Lot,
whether vacant or improved, shall maintain such Lot and take all
steps necessary to control noxious weeds and erosion thereon. If
the Owner fails to maintain such Lot or control weeds and
erosion, the Association shall have the right to do so at the
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Owners's costs and expense as provided herein.

24. Alteration of Creek or Stream: No creek or stream
running through any Lot shall be dammed or altered in any way,
nor shall any ponds or impoundments be constructed without the
written consent of the Board of Directors of - the Association.
Such consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

25. Easements: Certain perpetual easements are reserved
as shown on the recorded plat. The Owner or Occupant of the lot
shall at his own expense keep : and preserve that portion of the
easement within his property in good repair and condition, and
shall neither erect nor permit erection of any building
structure, fence of any kind, or any landscaping within the
easement which might interfere in any way with the use of said
easement.

26. Notice of Sale, Lease oxr Mortgage: In the event an
Owner sells, leases, mortgages, or otherwise disposes of any Lot,
the Owner must promptly furnish to the Association in writing the

name and address of such purchaser, lessees, mortgagee, Or
transferee.
27. Re—-Subdivision of Lots: No Lot may be subdivided

without written permission of the River Valley Group.

28. Lot No. 21: No Residence will be permitted on Lot
No. 21. Lot No. 21 may be combined with Lot No. 22 subject to a
water easement reserved by the declarants.

ARTICLE VII
GOLF COURSE

1. Golf Course Use of Chemicals: It 1is acknowledged
that the golf course shall be maintained and managed in a first
class condition which includes dispensing of herbicides,

fungicides, insecticides or any other pesticide or fertilizers.
The Association and its members shall have no right to control or
object to the use of such pesticides, herbicides and fertilizers
on the golf course property provided such use is in accordance
with applicable laws and regulations.

2. Golf Course Easement: BEach Lot which is adjacent to
the golf course located on this property shall be subject to the
right and easement on the part of registered golf course players
and their caddies to enter upon the unimproved portion of any
such Lot to remove a ball subject to the official rules of the
golf course, with such entering not being deemed to be a
trespass. Golf course players oOr their caddies shall not be
entitled to enter on any such Lots with a golf cart or other
vehicle, nor to spend an unreasonable amount of time on any such
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Lot, or in any way commit a nuisance while on any such portion of
the Development. :

3. Interference with Golf Course: Owners of Lots
adjacent to all golf course areas, as well as their families,
tenants, guests, invitees and pets, shall be obligated to refrain
from any actions which would distract from the playing qualities
of the golf course. Such prohibited activities shall include,
but not be limited to, burning materials where the smoke will
cross the golf course, maintenance of dogs or other pets under
conditions which interfere with golf course play due to their

loud barking or other actions, playing of 1loud radios,
televisions, stereos, or musical instruments, running or walking
on the fairways, picking up balls, or similar interference with
play. Owners, as well as their families, tenants, guests,

invitees and pets, shall have no right of vehicular or pedestrian
access to the Golf Course Property, including without limitation
no access for the right of jogging or other exercise activities.
Neither the Association or any Owner shall have any right or
privilege in and to the golf course or the amenities contained
therein except under such conditions and requirements as may be
established by the golf course from time to time. The golf
course shall be separate and distinct Ffrom the Association and
shall be governed by the rules, regulations and requirements as
established by Declarants.

ARTICLE VIII
ENFORCEMENT AND INTERPRETATION

As part of its duty to maintain and preserve the Property,
the Association shall have the power to enforce all the
restrictions, covenants and conditions stated in Section 1 of
this Article IV and to institute and prosecute any proceeding at
law or in equity against any person or persons violating or
threatening to violate any such restrictions, covenants and
conditions and to recover any damages suffered from any
violation thereof. Said right of the Association to enforce such
restrictions, covenants and conditions shall be in addition to
the rights of any other persons to enforce the same by
appropriate proceedings and to recover damages for any violation
thereof.

The waiver of any violation of failure to enforce any such
covenant, condition or restriction shall not in any event operate
as a waiver, impairment or abrogation of any covenant,
restriction or conditions, or the right to enforce the same in
the event of any future or other breach of the same or any other
covenant, restriction or conditions by the same or any other
person.

In all cases, the provisions set forth or provided for in
this Declaration shall be construed together and given that
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interpretation or construction which, in the opinion of Declarant
will better effect the intent of the general plan of development.
The provisions hereof shall be 1liberally interpreted and, if
necessary, they shall be so extended or enlarged by implication
as to make them fully effective. The provisions of this
Declaration shall be given full force and effect notwithstanding
the existence of any zoning ordinance, building codes, or other
regulations which are less restrictive. The effective date of
this Declaration shall be the date of its filing for Record.
This Declaration shall be construed under and in accordance with
the laws of the State of Iowa.

If any such covenant, condition or restriction or any
portion thereof, is declared invalid or void, no other covenant,
condition or restriction shall be affected thereby.

ARTICLE VIX
DURATION OF DECLARATION; AMENDMENTS

This Declaration and the covenants, conditions and
restrictions herein shall run with the 1land and be binding upon
all persons as aforesaid for a period of 20 years from the date
of this declaration, after which time this Declaration and said
covenant, conditions and restrictions shall be automatically
extended for successive periods of 10 years. This Declaration
may be amended by an instrument signed by not less than 75% of
the total of the voting memberships in existence at that time and
must be approved by the declarants.
